About WISH

WISH is a parent and consumer-controlled organization that was established in 2002 with a generous national demonstration grant from the Kennedy Foundation and matching funds from the Wisconsin Council on Developmental Disabilities.  WISH has two parent organizations:  The Arc-Wisconsin and Movin’ Out, Inc.  Together, these organizations have over sixty years of history serving people with disabilities in Wisconsin.  WISH is dedicated to working with people with disabilities and their families to develop long-term affordable housing solutions.  

WISH can offer in-home assistance to families and individuals with disabilities who wish to create a plan to preserve an existing home or find a home that can provide life-long stability, security and affordability. There is no cost for this service if you call by May 31st.
WISH currently has a grant from the Greater Milwaukee Foundation to assist families and individuals with disabilities in your area to consider their options and to create long-term housing plans.  In addition to helping individuals and families with planning, WISH operates a housing trust, and can act as landlord and property manager to help ensure long-term housing solutions are possible.  

Why Having a Long-Term Housing Plan is So Important

· The human service system does not pay for housing. Housing is the most expensive thing that people with disabilities must pay for themselves.
· Many residential agencies do not own or provide housing.  They only help people find rental housing.  Most residential agencies are thrilled when people have good quality, affordable housing available to them on a long-term basis.  Having this housing can contribute to stability, not only for the person with a disability but also for the support staff.  This can help reduce staff turnover and create more continuity of support for the person with a disability.
· Where you live matters so much to your quality of life, safety, security and your ability to access the services and supports you need.

· Having control over where you live means you won’t have to move because someone else wants you to, and if you want to change residential support providers, you can do that without having to move.

· Having permanently affordable housing costs means you won’t have to keep moving, always chasing affordable rent, and being forced into increasingly depressed, unsafe neighborhoods.

· Housing is one of the ways that families and others can help financially, without impacting a person’s eligibility for SSI and Medicaid services.

· Even if a person with a disability is on a waiting list for residential support services, this does not mean a long-term plan for housing cannot be developed!  A plan for housing can take account of the residential services a person will eventually receive, and can ensure the housing arrangement is best for attracting residential providers, minimizing residential staff turnover and accommodating a housemate to share support services.
