Our project seeks to build a stock of permanent, affordable, community-based housing for low-income people with disabilities in California.  LANTERMAN HOUSING ALLIANCE uses an innovative model, involving partnership with families and individuals with disabilities, which was developed with national demonstration funding provided by the Kennedy Foundation.  The LANTERMAN HOUSING ALLIANCE model involves LANTERMAN HOUSING ALLIANCE member organizations receiving and holding family homes, which are then used to provide long-term affordable housing to a family member with a disability and others with disabilities who live in the home and share support services.  
Beyond the lifetime of the family member with a disability, the home is retained by LANTERMAN HOUSING ALLIANCE member  to provide affordable housing to future generations of people with disabilities.  The LANTERMAN HOUSING ALLIANCE model also involves LANTERMAN HOUSING ALLIANCE members assuming ownership of homes owned by people with disabilities to allow those individuals to age-in-place and to preserve those homes as affordable housing for future generations of people with disabilities.

Through the LANTERMAN HOUSING ALLIANCE Legacy Homes approach, we are able to build a long-term stock of permanent, affordable, community-based housing without the need for public dollars.  We are also able to offer people with disabilities, who live with aging parents, a viable way that they can continue to live in the family home, beyond the death of their parents.  
LANTERMAN HOUSING ALLIANCE has found a creative way to address the significant affordable housing crisis facing people with disabilities in the California and we seek funding to do outreach and provide planning services for families and individuals interested in donating homes to LANTERMAN HOUSING ALLIANCE, as described above.
